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Doing it Better

We always envisioned that when we had our own
company we would make higher quality, better
performing, really comfortable, longer lasting,
syreatshop- free, competitively priced, Amencan Made
apparel and baby products that are a better choice for
the environment. We also said we would do it
responsibly and as good corporate citizens. We do, we
are and here is how:

Organic Bamboo Fiber - All of our clothing and baby
products are 100% organic bamboo fiber or high content
organic bamboo fiber blended with cotton. Bamboo
fiber contributes heavily to the quality, performance,
comfort and durability of our apparel. To see our
organic certifications, ctlick here.

Yarn - Sometimes, new technology is not the best
technology. Up until the early 1970s the manufacturing
of yarn (spinning) was done on ring spinning equipment.
This process makes a yarn that produces a very soft
fabric and is used in some of the finest knits. However,
because it is a slower process, it is more costly. So, in
an effort to increase plant efficiencies (read: profits),
open end spinning was developed. While spinning open
end yarn is highly efficient, the end product is not so
soft. That is why we have chosen to use only ring spun
yarns for our products.

Knitting - We use the highest needle count machines
available for our knitting. Why? To oversimplify, the
more needles in the knitting machine, the better the
fabric. Generally, more needles = smaller diameter
yarns = more threads per inch = better fabric and less
shrinkage.

Dyeing - We have eliminated the use of chlorine in our
bleaching or pre-bleaching process. Using chtorine
releases dioxins, which are known carcinogens, into the
air. When dyeing our fabrics, we do not use any banned
AZO dyestuffs in our fiber reactive dyes. Our dyes
consume {ess water and less energy and generate less
waste, and therefore have a lower impact than non
fiber reactive dyes. Also, because bamboo fabric
accepts and holds dye well, we do not use any
dye-fixing agents, which often contain heavy metals
and formaldehyde.

Sewing - Our apparel is sewn in Andrews, South
Carolina at our factory that employs many second and
third generation sewers that are accustomed to making
apparel to the highest standards. All of our products are
engineered with durability and comfort in mind. We
reinforce all stress seams and topstitch all neck and
sleeve seams for enhanced appearance.

Recycled Packaging - All of our packaging materials,
from the shipping carton to the hangtag to the return
form enclosure are from 100% recycled paper with a
minimum of 30% post consumer waste (PCW) and higher
value PCW where available. Each order is wrapped in
white, printed wrapping tissue that is manufactured
from 100% recycled material and contains 30%
post-consumer material. (Post consumer is sorted, used
office paper.)
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All of Bamboosa's products are made in the USA. We buy
some yarn in China and also import the fiber from China
and have yarn made in South Carolina. All fabric
production as well as dyeing and sewing are also done
in South Carolina. Bamboosa is committed to U.S. jobs,
increased sustainability, social responsibility,
environmental awareness and good corporate
citizenship. We encourage our employees, our vendors,
and our customers to consider their choices and to
make decisions consistent with making a positive
impact.

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Why Bamboo?

Why Do We Use Bamboo?
Organic Bamboo fiber is the new innovation in textite
fibers with remarkable characteristics:

e Soft and Comfortable

Organic Bamboo fiber is softer than the softest cotton, b’

has a natural sheen to the surface and feels similar to
silk or cashmere. Bamboo absorbs water 3-4 times
better than cotton, keeping skin comfortable, rather
than sticky, in hot weather. Bamboo stays 2-3 degrees
cooler in hot temperatures and warmer in cold
temperatures.

e Protective and Hygienic

Unlike other anti-microbial fabrics, which require a
chemical treatment, organic bamboo fiber clothing is
naturally anti-microbial requiring no added harmful
chemicals. It contains an agent, "bamboo kun®, that
prevents bacteria from cultivating on it. Bamboo
apparel is thermal regulating, anti-fungal, anti-static
and will keep you cooler, drier, warmer and odor free.

Bamboo fiber also has natural UV protection. In April of
2005, we sent out our Purely Natural 100% bamboo
jersey to the Suncare Research Laboratories in Winston
Satem, N.C. for UV Protection testing. The UPF label
rate is 15. The fabric scored 18.3 on the UPF scale with
94.15% UVA block and 93.17% UVB block.

The UPF system was created specially for sun protective
fabrics. UPF measurements of fabrics are generally
tested by spectrophotometer equipment and are not
tested using human subjects. The UPF rate indicates
how much of the sun's UV radiation is absorbed by the
fabric.

The advantage of the UPF standard is that both UVB and

UVA are measured.

e Natural and Chemical-Free

Bamboo is grown without using pesticides or chemicat
fertilizers. Bamboo fiber is 100% biodegradable. At
Bamboosa we choose to not use any bleach on our
fabrics before dye. We offer many Purely Natural
products without any dye at all.

Bamboo is one of the world's most protific and
fastest-growing plants, and is able to reach maturity in
about four years, compared to the typicat 25 to 70
years for commercial tree species in the U.S. Though
most people are generally familiar with this beautiful
and graceful plant, the average person is usually
astounded when learning that there are more than 1000
documented uses of bamboo.

Bamboo is nature’'s most sustainable resource and is
naturally regenerative. Bamboo is actually a tropicat
grass, with an extensive root system that sends out an
average of four to six new shoots per year, naturally
reptenishing itself and growing to heights of 60 feet or
more. Some bamboo species grow up to 4 feet per day
and can be harvested every 3 to 4 years.
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In Asia, bamboo has been used in the traditional
hand-made production of paper for centuries. Now,
through modern manufacturing processes, bamboo pulp
is capable of producing bamboo fiber for use in yarn and
fabric. Certain species of bamboo have the tensile
strength equivalent to that of steel.

Bamboo is planted and grown on famity-owned farms
that have been in agricultural use for generations. None
of the fiber comes from tropical forests. Over 2.5 billion
people work with or depend on bamboo as a natural
resource.

Your products are made in the USA, but where is your
bamboo grown?

Cur bamboo {5 grown on managed farms/plantations in Southeastern
China. Since all of the bamboo fiber s processed in China and there is an
abundance of bamboo growing in China, we use the bamboo grown
there,

Bambeosa imperts the fiber fram China and completes the
manufaciuring processes {spinning, knitting, dyeing, and sewing} in
South Carolina. Occasionally, we buy yarn fram China, as opposed ta
fiber, and then complete the manufacturing in 5,C.

1 have read that they are clear cutting old growth forest in Ching to
make way for more hamboo farms. Is that true?

We have found absolutely no evidence of any cutting of timber to plant
bambao. In fact, we have found that in 2007 the forest area in China
grew by 12.84 million acres or the equivalent of nearly 2.3 billion traes.
On January 14, 2008, China announced plans to plant more than 2.5
billien trees in 2008 covering an additional 13.09 millios acres, The
National Forest Restoration Program in China also has strict protection in
place for existing forest, land,

We have heard there is more than one type of bemboo fiber. If that
is true, what are the different types and de you use aff of them? if
not, which types do vou use?

There are twa main types of bambap fiber, The first i5 usually described
as mechanical and the secand as chemical. Very little of the mechanical
fiber is in eirculation and is not widely used. The fiber produced
chemically is what we use and what most campanies are using at this
time.

What chemicals are used in the processing of your bamboo fiber and
are they hezardous?

The main chemical used in the processing & sodium hydroxide also
known as caustic soda. Caustic soda is one of the most widely used
chemicals in the world, It is used in food production, soap making,
manufacturing of bis diesel, producticn of paper, and is used o nearly
alt cotton fabrics, including organic catton, during wet processing.
Caustic sada i5 approved for use on textiles under the Global Organic
Textite Standard (GODTS).

While caustic soda i5 a strong chemical it poses ne heatth hazard i used
and disposed of properly.

Some ather menufocturers of bamboo fiber clothing say their
apparel is Oeka Tex 100 certified, which means thot no hacmful
chemicals were used in the production of their product and that
their product is certified to be chemical free. Are your products
certified to the Ceko Tex 100 Standard?

There seems to be a fair amount of confusion regarding the Oeho Tex
100 Standard and what it means. The Oeko Tex 100 Standard is a
certification of a praduct at a given point in the manufacturing process.
The certification states that there are no chemicals present in the
product, at that point in the processing, that would be harmful to human
health, including that of babies. It does not certify that no chemicals
were used in the processing nor does it make any evaluatian of what
processes wera used or any evaluatfon of the facilities that participated.
There are other Oekao Tex certifications, such as 1000 and 100+ that
certify processes or facilities but Oeko Tex 100 does not.

To our knowledge, all of the hambgo fiber produced is Ceke Tex 100
certified. We know for sure that the fiber that we purchase has achieved
that certification. Bamboosa currently has no further certifications past
the paint of the fiber. However, the facility where we do aur wet
pracessing (dyeing and finishing of fabrics}) is working on GOTS
certification. We can assure our customers therg are no chemicals used
in our wet processing {dyeing and finishing} that are not appraved for
use by GATS.

We do know that there are s5ome purveyors of bamboa apparef who state
that their apparel is certified, when what they actually mean is that the
fiber is certified. [f companies selling bamboo fiber apparel have
additional certifications past the fiber stage they waould have the
documentaticn for thase certifications.

Becnuse of the processing, shauld bamboa fiber still be considered
“green?

The production of bamboo fiber can and should be improved. R&D is
underway to improve the process, Hopefully, a precess similar to lyocel
using arganic salvents will someday be the standard for bambon
production. In the meantime, ta discount ali of the known paositives of
hambao because it is not the darkest shade of green or 100% eco-friendly
would be as bad of a decision as saying that organic catton is nat green
ar eca-friendly because of the amount of water used to graw it ar
hecause caustic scda is used In the processing.

Some facts to consider about the greenness of bamboo would be:

Bamboo 18 grown without pesticides or chemical fertilizers

Bambeo requires na irrigation

Bambca rarely needs replanting

Bamboo grows rapidiy and can be harvested in 3-5 years

Bambeo produces 35% more oxygen that an equivalent stand of

trees

« Bambeo is a critical element in the batance of oxygen and
carhon dioxide in the atmuosphere

« Bamboo is an excellent soil erosion inhibitor

Additianally, bamboo fiber fabric is antimicrobtal, thermal regulating,
wicks moisture better than polyester performance fabrics, will not hold
odar, s resistant to mold and mildew, and is absarbent and fast drying
keeping you dryer and mare com{artable than any cotton or palyester
fabrics.

Why do some bamboa fabirics not alweys feel as soft as other
bamboa febrics?

The first passibility would be that the bambao fiber that was used is the
mechanically produced variety, which does nat praduce a soft fabrig, as
opposed to the chemically produced type, which produces a very soft
fabric.

In additicn, even ¥ the fiber was of the chemically produced variety,
sther factors can dramatically impact the softness of the finished fabric,
as they can with any fiber. The type of yamn, open end ar ring spunis a
major cantributing factor to haw a fabric feels. Ring spinning causes the
fibers to oy down in a paratlel fashion, where cpen end yatns tend to
have more fibers that have exposed ends, making that yarn less soft to
the touch than ring spun.

Finally, during wet processing (the scouring/ bleaching/dyeing and
finishing process) many variables exist. Some of those could certainly
result in a change in the hand on the fabric. A ph level that is tao high,
temperatures exceeding the limits of the fiber, any surface applications
such as anti-curling agents, flame retardants, softeners, etc.; any of
these could impact the leok and the feel of the finished fabric.

Iz bamboo orgonically grown?

Yes, our bamboo fiber is Certified Organic and you can see our
certifications and read about them here on our website, The farm where
the bamboo s grawn is certified by the OCIA and the bamboo craps are
certified hy the USDA arganic seal.
